La Anhinga pertenece a un pequeno pero extenso grupo de aves  related to Cormorants. They are found mainly in freshwater lakes,
acuaticas estrechamente relacionadas con los Cormoranes.

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encuentra principalmente en lagos y rios de agua dulce en las partes
mas calidas del mundo.

Las Anhingas vuelan y a menudo se elevan, pero salen del agua sélo
después de un largo rato chapoteando sobre la superficie.

En la superficie,
a menudo nadan sumergidos con solo la cabeza y el cuello visibles, un

habito que les ha valido el nombre de "Péjaros Serpientes".

El plumaje no es resistente al agua y por ello a menudo se ven
perchados en ramas bajas 0 arbustos para secarse. Anida en
plataformas que construyen de palos a una altura de 55 pulgadas sobre
el agua.

much slimmer neck. Darters fly and often soar, but they take off
from the water only after a long splashing swims across the
surface.

They swim underwater, propelled by their short, fully webbed feet,
and spear fish with their pointed beak. At the surface they often
swim submerged with only the head and neck visible, a habit that
has earned them the name “Snakebirds.”

Their plumage is not water-proof, and Anhingas are often seen
hanging out to dry on low branches or shrubs. They nest on a
stick flat platform that they built 55 inches of height up over
water.
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
